At the outset of the meeting the Hon’ble Chancellor and Hon’ble Pro-Chancellor
welcomed the members and briefed the objective of the University and called all the
members to make this University as an excellent centre of higher learning.

Agenda No. 01

Consider the minutes of the Research Council meeting held on 07.02.2019 and after a
detail discussion on minutes the members present unanimously resolved for its approved.

Agenda No.02

Considered the adoption of the regulations and courses of study of B.Ed., M.Ed. and
traditional courses already running under V.B.University, Hazaribagh, the parent University
before the establishment of the University.

The Vice-Chancellor informed the members of the Academic Council about the
courses already running before the establishment of Radha Govind University, following the
regulations and courses of study of the V.B.University, Hazaribagh, the parent University.

The Radha Govind University, Ramgarh has been established with the publication of
the Gazette of the Government of Jharkhand about its creation on 11% October,2018. There
was no alternative other than to adopt the regulations and courses of study of the V.B.
University,Hazaribagh for B.Ed., M.Ed., and other traditional courses.

After knowing the circumstances the members present unimosly granted post facto
approval of the action taken by the University to adopt the regulation and courses of the study
of V.B. University, Hazaribagh for the session 2018-21 in the cases of B.Ed., M.Ed. and
other traditional courses. <=

Agenda No. 03

Considered the regulations and courses of study prepared by the Departmental
Council of the concerned Departments of the Faculty of Education, Faculty of Physical
Education, Faculty of Legal Studies and Faculty of Hotel and Tourism Management.

Regulations and courses of study presented by the Vice-Chancellor and after
discussion following resolutions were made:

(i) While considering the regulations and courses of study for
L}..B.(Honours),course, Hon’ble member Dr Sriniwasamurthy informed about the
hours required in the Guidelines of the Bar Council of India and cleared that there
must be 36 hours teaching for each semester the LL.B. Honours course. With this
suggestion the regulations for the 3 years (Hons) degree course and the courses of



study for 1% and 2™ Semester of the current academic year of 2018-19 have been
approved unanimously.

(i1) While discussing the regulations and courses of study for B.A.LL.B.(Hons)
course Dr Sriniwasamurthy suggested for modifying the title of the paper (Code
No.BAL 40) as “CPC and Limitation Act”. With this suggestion the regulations for 5
year B.A.LL.B.(Hons) degree course and courses of study for first two semesters of
the current academic year 2018-19 unanimously resolved for its acceptance.

(ili)After detailed discussion of the regulations and courses of study for LL.M..degree
course the members present unanimously resolved for approval of the regulations for
LL.M. degree programme and courses of study for all the 4 semesters. Many members
particularly Dr Sriniwasamurthy suggested for introducing one year LLL.M. course and
P.G. Diploma in cyber law, criminal law. corporate law, and taxation law in future,
for empowering the students with special knowledge in these fields and enable them
to get the job.

(iv) While discussing the regulations and courses of study for BBA-Hotel Management,
the Hon’ble members Shri Chatterjee informed that since the number of foreign
visitor in India is increasing, hence it will be good to have one additional paper as
“Hospitality French™ in the third semester of 100 marks with 3 credit points (BBH
307). With this suggestion the Hon’ble members unanimously resolved for approval
of regulations for BBA-Hotel Management and courses of study for first 2 semesters
of the current academic year of 2018-19.

(v) Considered the regulations and courses of study for 2 year Bachelor in
Physical Education (B.P.Ed). The Vice-Chancellor presented the detailed regulations
and courses of study for the B.P.Ed. course and after few clarifications the Hon’ble
members unanimously resolved for the approval of regulations and courses of study
for the first two semester of the current academic year of 2018-2019.

(vi)Vice-Chancellor presented the detailed regulation and courses of study of 3 year
Bachelor of Physical Education and Sports (BPES). after few clarifications the
Hon’ble members unanimously resolved for the approval of regulations and courses
of study for the first two semesters of the current academic vear of 2018-2019.
